“Literature in ELT”

Literature in ELT: Strategies for using literature to promote classroom interaction and
communicative competence. If literature is used at all as part of an EFL curriculum, it
usually is as an adjunct to the reading and writing components of the curriculum. In this
respect, literature serves as a vehicle for vocabulary development, reading
comprehension, and writing practice, but its potential to touch the students emotionally,
stimulate their imaginations, and foster confidence in their own ability to meaningfully
react to a text and to interact with one another is frequently left untapped. This workshop
looks at a variety of strategies that help students to “make Meaning” from literary texts
and to communicate personal ideas about these texts orally as well as in writing.
Examples will be drawn from poetry and short stories, and some attention will be given to
filmed versions of classic and contemporary fiction.

Thomas Kral is the English Language Officer at the American Embassy in Ankara. He
holds ¢ PhD in Education with a specialty in Applied Linguistics from the University of
Illinois at Urbana-Champaign. He began his teaching career as a Peace Corps Volunteer
in Turkey 37 years ago, and he has worked as an English language specialist in Iran,
Afghanistan, Russia, Romania, Thailand, Vietnam and the Philippines. He authored
several textbooks for teachers of English as a Foreign Language, and he was the editor
of the “English Teaching Forum.”
